Placing A Bet On The Horses





When you go to place a bet, you will see there are prices – or odds – quoted for the runners.  The numbers are usually made up of 2 numbers, for example, 5/4, 11/8, 5/1, 7/2.  These odds are a ratio telling you what you will win for a particular stake. The amount on the left of the price is what you will win if you bet the amount on the right.  The money bet is called a stake.  If you win, your stake is refunded.





Examples: 	If you bet £4 on a horse at odds of 6/4, your returns will be £6 + £4 = £10


		If you bet £5 on a horse at odds of 6/1, your returns wil be (6 x 5) + 5 = £35


		If you bet £1 on a horse at odds of 11/2 your returns will be 5.5 + 1 = £6.50
